CONSTRUCTED RESPONSES also known as “DTAGS”
And Current Event article reviews and reflections
Worth a combined 20% of your total grade in Health.  Usually 2-3 of each per unit 

Constructed Responses:
You will have 1-2 official Constructed responses for each unit of study in Health 
How to write them for Health?:

Must be AT LEAST 1 full and well written paragraph using the D-TAG method of answering questions.  May be longer

D-TAG is the same as the “tag” method in English but adds a D:


D = Dissect the question = Break it down to it’s parts…do this on paper so as not to forget anything


T= Turn your question into a statement to start your answer



A= Answer all parts of the question



G= Give examples to support your opinion/answer from the class and resources




Never give opinions to support your opinion

This is a very simplistic method that when used correctly, enables you to write a complete response.  

Scored using the 0-3 PSSA writing rubric for Reading and Literature. In short:

3= strong response

2 = Basic response

1= Weak response   
0 = nothing

Obviously, the rubric has more details than that but that’s the short version of it.
HINT:  a score of 2 out of 3 is the equivalent of getting a “66” which is a “D”.  Get 2 other people to score your paper before you turn it in….Make corrections to make sure it will be scored a 3.  If you can’t get a “3”, do a second response.

CURRENT EVENT ARTICLE REVIEWS with PERSONAL REFLECTIONS

Quite simply:  For each unit, find an article on a topic within that unit online, in the newspaper, or in a magazine.
Our website has articles posted on many unit topic pages if you want to save time searching.
When possible, choose an article about a topic you like reading about, are really interested in, 

want to learn more about, or are currently involved in.

NOTE:  An article is specifically written for a web or paper based publication ..it is NOT a person’s notes on a topic 

Suggestion:  As we’re doing our regular work, if you come across an article that catches your eye concerning a topic, use it and get the assignment done.    Provide all of the following information in your review:
1) Article Title and Author (if available): 

2) Name of Publication or website:  

3) How did you find article (google search, class website, magazine cover, etc)

4) What is the main topic
5) List the main idea of the article

6) Write a 1-3 paragraph summary concerning what the article is saying.  Include at least 3 direct quotes and/or 3 facts.  Facts may be bulleted and/or outlined.

7) Write your opinion concerning the article and in terms of your personal health.  Relate it to “PISES” and/or personal experiences.
